 Solo events (autocross):  driving competitions for lowest time on tight courses lined 
by traffic cones, 17-19 events per year 

 Trials events:  driving competitions for lowest time on road racing courses or airports, 
4-6 events per year, speeds unlimited 

 Performance Driving eXperience events (PDX):  non-competitive driving on high-
speed road racing tracks with instruction from experienced drivers, 4-6 events per 
year 

 Amateur Road Racing (Club Racing):  wheel-to-wheel competition for a wide 
variety of race-prepared cars, racing licenses required, initial event in 2008 

 Solo Driving School:  the perfect introduction to performance driving and car 
control techniques, offered once a year in the spring 

 Street Survival:  training exclusively for drivers from 16 to 21 years old stressing car 
control and situational awareness, 1-2 events per year (info: www.streetsurvival.org) 

 Tours:  a variety of non-competitive automotive events, including controlled lapping 
of road racing courses, open houses at local performance shops, and “drives in the 
country” on scenic and entertaining roads, 4-5 events per year

To participate as a driver in any Reno Region activity except a Tour, SCCA membership is 
required.  Weekend memberships are available for $15, and the cost of up to two weekend 
memberships may be credited against annual membership ($70).  Dues cover membership in 
both Reno Region and the national SCCA.
