
Minutes of the Board of Directors of the Reno Region of the SCCA





January 7, 2009

Jim Gandy called the meeting to order at 5:45pm
PAST MEETING MINUTES:

Minutes of the December 3rd meeting were approved as delivered and reviewed 

TREASURER’S REPORT:

Doug reported that there was $20,000 available for rollover, leaving approximately $7,000 in cash balance.
One CD for $10,000 is expiring Jan 12, 2009.  Jim suggested, and it was agreed, to rollover $10,000 and add the other $10,000 to the current $7,000 cash balance. 

The Treasurers Report was approved and Jim thanked Doug Driver for his service the past year as the Regions Treasurer and noted that Doug had previously served as both Treasurer and Secretary in the past.

OLD BUSINESS:

PAST EVENTS

Jim talked briefly about the recent Fall Tour and its success. 

UPCOMING EVENTS:

The SCCA National Convention will be held in Las Vegas February 19-22 

In the past, the Region has reimbursed some of the convention expense for the R.E and other board members.  There was a discussion about the value of the convention to the Region and its expense.  After some discussion Dean proposed a reimbursement limit of $1500.00, to be dispensed by the R.E.. The board approved, with John Townley, dissenting.

NEW BUSINESS

There was some discussion of holding a second Street Survival School May 16th. The date was taken as tentative. 
There was a discussion about a holding an Annual Tech day. The plan is to hold one. A tentative date of March 28 was discussed. Location was still to be determined as well.  Wes will determine what Solo Safety Steward training needs to take place as well as where and when.

The Board meeting broke for the regular club meeting at 6:30pm and resumed at 8:00pm.

Continuing with new business, Jim suggested 3 people do a draft proposal for the Solo Supp Regs and bring those forward for the Board to review and approve.  Jim suggested the membership be asked on-line, to submit their recommendations for any changes.  Jim said he would look into getting a piece in the Newsletter asking for input but including a cut off date for submission.  Jim volunteered to update a set of the 2008 Solo Supps for initial review. However, there are still ongoing discussions about 2-3 driver cars; the 5 minute rule and a few other items that take departure from the national rules.  

Jim then led a discussion about holding a MotorSport seminar in the region.  Ideas were tossed out for incubation.
