Jim Gandy, RE, called the meeting to order at 5:45PM
PAST MEETING MINUTES;

Minutes of the January Board meeting were approved as published

TREASURER’S REPORT:

John Townley submitted a balance sheet through Jan 31, 2009 that showed current assets at $27,236.66.  One $10,000.00 CD was left in place, a second $10,000.00 CD was moved to cash to reflect a $17,236.66 balance.  John reported that new signature cards were in place.

OLD BUSINESS;

PAST EVENTS

Track Tour at Reno-Fernley Raceway on Jan 31 had a surprisingly high turnout of 42 cars.  About half of those were new faces at the track.

UPCOMING EVENTS

Reno Boat Show Feb 13-15.  Carol Deborde brought us up to date on our upcoming participation in the Reno Boat Show.  Most of the time slots for booth coverage are covered. Carol will circulate a further sign up sheet later at the General Meeting to close out our coverage.

NEW BUSINESS;

Dean mentioned that the board needs to be aware that there will soon be a need for expenditure for new TIMING AND SCORING SOFTWARE.

Jim asked for an agreement to continue giving DOOR PRIZES, such as our $50.00 event voucher, at the General Meeting.  After some discussion, the board agreed.

Dave reminded us that a TRACK EVENTS VOLUNTEER TRAINING Day would be held at Reno-Fernley March 21st.  A track tour would be included as part of the training session.

Dave also reported that TWO STREET SURVIVAL SCHOOL date requests have been submitted.  Randy pointed out that our May16th date would conflict with a memorial Sacramento Autocross, and that a number of Reno drivers would be going.

Wes Passed out a copy of the finished SOLO SCHEDULE.  He also announced March 28th as the day for SOLO ANNUAL TECH, to be held at C&C’s shop in Sparks. 

Wes also had several names of CHIEFS OF SPECIALITY for Solo events. He should have a complete list of names for all specialties by next meeting.  HELMET STICKERS are being designed.

Jim expressed the board’s appreciation for the way Wes has hit the ground running with the Solo program.

Dean had some comments about the size of the schedule cards, and eventually offered to work with Wes, on a possible combined SCHEDULE CARD.

Dave told us that the Track schedule was now up on the web site.

Dave discussed doing Club trials on Saturdays and Track trials on Sundays as part of a longer discussion.

At 6:15PM Jim Gandy advised us we still had to review the Solo Supp Reg proposals and recessed the Board Meeting until the conclusion of the General Meeting.

At 8:25PM Jim Gandy reconvened the Board meeting

Jim asked if the club still wanted to give PAX TROPHIES at the end of the year. There was some discussion and Dean asked to minute the Board meeting to “Be mindful of the economy and state of the clubs finances before determining trophies”  
Review of Jim’s work on the SOLO SUPP REGS continued.  Four of the five items were resolved and the fifth, pertaining to the 5 minute rule, was deferred with Randy volunteering to circulate alternative wording to the board rather that delete 2.7.3 of the current Solo Supp Regs. The intent is to have the Supp Regs finalized before the March Board meeting.

Larry asked if a Time Trial ANNUAL TECH could supersede or replace a Solo or Club Trail annual tech? It isn’t clear that a generalization like this would hold true in all cases.

Dean Suggested that John review the current bank signature authorization list for possible adjustments.

With no further NEW BUSINESS or WALK ON ITEMS the meeting was adjourned at 8:55PM.
