PAST MEETING MINUTES;

The April Board minutes were approved as submitted.

TREASURER’S REPORT:

John Townley told us our current Assets Balance is $34,332.00, Current Assets are $17,296.00.  There is also a $10,000.00 CD still at Wells Fargo. Income is now coming in for the June National race.  Wes asked if we had received a refund of fees from Stead?  The answer was no. John subsequently recommended that our current $10,000.00 CD stay at Wells Fargo. When the CD comes due, he can take another look at moving it.
