TREASURER'S REPORT;

Bus repairs were about $1300.00.  As a general rule, the Las Vegas Region had paid for fuel when we took our bus to the North / South challenge.  Dean proposed that the bus repairs and bus storage charges be allocated to the SOLO program budget. This would make the end of year allocations easier.

Financially we made about $60.00.  Dave wanted to make sure everyone knew that Skip and all of his airport staff are 110%

The Reno Region won the N/S Challenge again for the 11th straight year. Randy and Peggy had picked up the traveling trophy from SID's tire shop and taken it to the event at Hawthorne. BUS AND TRAILER;

Randy reported that the bus and trailer are fixed and now in good shape.  Randy had the bus repaired in time to take it to Hawthorn.
