PAST MEETING MINUTES;

Minutes for the June Board Meeting were approved as submitted.

TREASURE’S REPORT;

John reported that he is still missing some of the National Race revenue.  The estimate is we will have about a $4-500.00 +/- swing on the event. There is still about $7,000.00 in credit card revenue still to be collected.  There is a small amount of expenses yet to be paid to the Grand Sierra Resort for our event there.  John will move the recent bus repair and bus storage costs to the SOLO accounts. Current assets are $16,628.00.  The Treasurers report was accepted as presented.
OLD BUSINESS:
Discussion of the Double National was tabled without Dave and Carol in attendance.

The Grand Sierra Resort Solo Jun 27-28 was discussed by Wes.  In essence is was a great event with a good turnout. There were 117 entries on Saturday and 107 entries on Sunday.  The event should show a nice profit. 

There is a SOLO/TRIALS and PDX scheduled for Reno-Fernley July 11-12.  Pat Housel is looking after the sanction.

Dean made a motion to cancel the associated Instructor Training scheduled for July 11.  No class or instruction material has yet been mailed to any of the potential instructors and there is great controversy about the use of FAA documents and testing before instruction 

can begin.  The motion was not seconded
SOLO (non-points) event tentatively schedule for July 25-26 at Stead is still in limbo.  Wes is looking for a “Hold Harmless” letter, from the airport before continuing with the event.  Wes is considering July 10th his cancellation date.  He is not optimistic about getting such a letter.
NEW BUSINESS:

The Impact of the Double National on our Region and lessons learned was tabled until Dave and Carol Deborde could participate.

Grand Sierra Discussion.  The GSR put up discounted rooms for the SCCA.  Jim suggested asking the GSR if we could run our Street Survival School there on Saturday and then run a club SOLO on Sunday.

Jim again wanted to mention that the club will need officers and board members for next year.

The November Club Banquet still needs a chairperson.
Jim suggested the club OK 2 free PDX entries for the Montana Region which is sending 6 members to our event at Reno-Fernley to gain some instruction experience on how to set up and run PDX and TRIALS in their region.  After some discussion, the board agreed to let up to 6 Montana region members participate as a rate of $25.00.

Randy asked the board to authorize funding an SCCA jacket for Rusty at C&C who is moving out of state.  Rusty has been a big help to the club and a number of its members over the years.  The board agreed.

There being no WALK ON items, Jim adjourned the meeting at 6:40 PM.
