Jim called the meeting to order at 5:45PM


PAST MEETING MNUTES:


Lee distributed and read the minutes to the board. They were approved as submitted.


TRESURER’S REPORT


John reported that current assets were $19,431.69.  Total assets stand at $27,245.60


John is still waiting for all receipts and expenses from the Grand Sierra Resort event.


John estimates at the clubs current activity level we will show about a $3,000.00 deficit
by the end of the year.  The Treasurer’s Report was accepted as submitted.
OLD BUSINESS;

July 11th SOLO at Reno-Fernley.  Pat Housel chaired this event.  He drew 63 drivers and should show about a $200.00 profit.

July 11th PDX Instructor Training at Reno-Fernley.  Dean Benz conducted two classroom sessions for a total of 16 instructors.  Six were from the Montana Region.  There was track time and role play on-track during the afternoon. All the students left with some degree of PDX instructor license.
July 12th PDX, Club and Track Trials.  Dave reported that we had 40 drivers, 5 of which were from the Montana Region, gaining instruction and track experience.

July 25th, Stead Airport.  Non-Points SOLO.   Randy and Wes set up a site evaluation at stead for July 25th.  Fifteen drivers came out and did a combined 150 runs.  The site started throwing gravel and became quite slick after about 75 runs.  The consensus of the 4 board members and others was that the site was not safe for workers. Wes reported that Skip, at the airport, later said he did not see any damage to the surface.

Jim is of the opinion that we should not use Stead for any further competition events.

Randy motioned that we “Not hold any further competitive SOLO events at Stead through the rest of this year.  This motion did not pass.

August 8-9, Regional /Vintage Road race.  Dave announced we had cancelled our Regional event.  The preliminary sign up as of Sunday was below his expectation and he said we could have lost $7-8,000.00.  The expected loss on Sunday night was about $10.000.00.

He also said several drivers had talked to him about the lack of competition with such small grids. He also had several “officials”, who were coming from outside the area, to work the event express disappointment about the projected turnout.  SCCA will apply our sanction fees to future PDX, Club and Track Trials.  Dave has yet to get a financial determination from the track, but it could nominal.  Some miscellaneous expenses will still have to be covered, but financially we should be sound.

August 22-23 SOLO at Reno-Fernley.  Larry and Dave will co-chair the event.  They plan to run the same layout that was used before, but run it backwards.

NEW BUSINESS:

Awards Banquet Nov 14.  We currently have the Tamarack Casino booked for this event.  The Fandango Casino in Carson is also interested in having the event at there facility.

After some discussion by Jim, it was agreed to hold the Awards Banquet at the Fandango Casino in Carson City.  Carol Deborde has agreed to chair the event.

Old timing gear.  George Tabor, from the Jaguar Club, has asked to buy our old SOLO timing gear that they recently used for an Autocross they held at Mt Rose. The Board approved a price of $100.00 and the Jaguar Club now has their own timing gear.
