MEETING MINUTES:

Pat Housel moved to approve the minutes of the January meeting as submitted.

The minutes were approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT:

JohnTownley submitted a balance sheet through the end of Jan 2009, reflecting $17,236.66 in our Checking/Savings Account.  A further $10,000.00 has been kept in a current CD. A second $10,000.00 CD was moved to cash and is reflected in the $17,236.66 balance. Total current assets are $27,236.66.  John had a storage fee charge for the bus, and reported that the account signature cards had been revised for the new officers.   Matt Roy moved to approve the Treasurer’s report as submitted. OLD BUSINESS:

A TRACK TOUR was held Saturday Jan 31st at Reno-Fernley Raceway.  Larry Savage reported 42 cars participated, about half were new faces.  Pat Housel was pressed into driving a second pace car for the large group.
Dean Benz attended a Northwest Region convention in Seattle.  He is looking at two STREET SURVIVAL SCHOOLS here in Reno this year. Dean told us that the NWR is running a DRIFT program under Solo rules. They run one car at a time and leave a lot of black marks. They have been running in Bremerton at the airport/race facility. Dean conducted a seminar for about 50 people while he was there.

Doug Driver and Lee Mitchell spent the weekend at the DAYTONA ROLEX 24HR race. Anyone who had a chance to see the race on TV saw the closest ever finish in a Rolex 24hr race.  David Donohue in the Brumos Porsche just edged the Riley Lexus of Juan Pablo Montoya and Scott Pruett. It was the 40th anniversary of Mark Donohue’s win at Daytona. The weather and pit access were great. Coffee and donuts made the trip.

Carol Deborde talked about our participation in the RENO BOAT SHOW Feb 13-15 at the convention center.  She still needs a few volunteers to cover some open hours over the weekend.

Dave Deborde talked about a VOLUNTEER TRAINING FOR TRACK EVENTS day. This is scheduled at Reno-Fernley Raceway March 21 from 10AM until 4PM. The training sessions include a track tour, a burn school, training in all specialties, and a free lunch.

NEW BUSINESS:

Dave talked about SFR’s upcoming driver school, and how their entries are down this year.  As a result, they are scheduling a Novice PDX at Thunderhill on Saturday Feb 28 and a second PDX for experienced drivers on Sunday Mar 1.

Charges are expected to be $125.00 a day, and include 4 sessions on the short course. 
Dean told us there are no plans for a Divisional Solo event in Reno this year.

John Perry announced he will run a new ZO6 for 2009.

Dave would like to get some forum discussion going to explore running PDX’s on Saturdays and Club and Track Trials on Sundays.  Both Dave and Dean discussed the need to increase the number of instructors we have available.  

There is a need for annual tech dates for PDX, Club and Track Trial cars.

There was a discussion of how to engage and reward instructors.
Dave and Dean told us the club has applied for two STREET SURVIVAL SCHOOL dates.  May 16 and Oct 10.  These are single day events and are not being run in conjunction with the BMW club.
Wes Friesen talked about out SOLO EVENTS.

An Annual tech session has been scheduled for 9AM Saturday March 28 at C&C’s shop in Sparks.  Wes is asking for event chair volunteers and circulated a sign up sheet.  We still need Chiefs for Timing and Scoring and Equipment. Call, see or e-mail Wes if you can help.
Jim Gandy asked if we were going to do a safety stewards school this year.  Wes didn’t have an answer yet.
Jim Gandy told the meeting that the Board has been working on the Solo Supp Regs for 2009.  These should be available by the next general meeting in March.
WALK ON ITEMS:

Peggy Jones told us of a situation where there have been very young children on the Solo grid.  The minimum age for anyone on grid is 12.  Policing family members or guests is a driver’s responsibility. There was discussion about the manning of the gate position and the need to have someone there full time.
