MEETING MINUTES;

Lee Mitchell discussed last months minutes and they were approved as submitted.

TREASUR’S REPORT;

John Townley reported our current bank assets are $16,628.00.  There is still about $7,000 of credit card revenues from the Double National Race to be collected.  John will move the cost of the bus repair and bus storage to the SOLO accounts.  The Treasurer’s Report was approved as submitted.

OLD BUSINESS:

The June 6-7 Race to Reno Double National was reported as a smooth event by Dave Deborde.  Driver comments were favorable with the exception that the track was billed as bumpy.  Sixty of the ninety three workers who staffed the event were Reno Region members.  The chiefs of Timing and Scoring and Flagging and Communications were from out of region.  Saturday it rained and Sunday was hot and humid.  We had 58 drivers both days.  There were 13 late cancellations which will leave us close to a break even once all the costs are in.  Kudos to Pat Housel, who made a last minute move to secure one of our needed tow/emergency vehicles.  A big thank you as well to Chuck Johnson, for his financial support of the event.

Wes Friesen reported on the June 27-28 SOLO event held at the Grand Sierra Resort.

Matt Roy put together a great course on Friday with some help from Scott.  We had over 100 drivers on both Saturday and Sunday.  The event should show a nice profit.  We also signed up 6 new members during the weekend.  The new entries came from the advertising that GSR had done with a full page ad that also talked about a same day car show on their grounds.  The GSR also offered SCCA special room rates for the weekend.

Jim asked the club to brainstorm how we might approach the GSR to let us use their lot again.

UPCOMING EVENTS:

We have a combined SOLO/PDX scheduled for July 11-12 at Reno-Fernley.  Pat Housel will organize the SOLO event on the upper part of the raceway.  Run groups can be found on our website.  July 12 will be a PDX/CLUB/TRACK TRIALS.  Dave says the info is posted on our web site as well.  Larry Savage needs corner workers for the event.  He wanted to point out that our volunteers will get a free lunch and a $25.00 certificate toward a future event.  They will also accrue credits toward reducing next year’s dues.

Jim Gandy again wanted to discuss the need to think about next year’s slate of officers and board members for the region.

Carol Deborde said that Chris, at Fandango, in Carson City would be interested in holding our banquet there if the club would consider moving the banquet to the Fandango in Carson City, Carol would be willing to take on the Chair responsibilities.  Jim said the board will take it under consideration.

Randy Jones proposed to the board that the club fund an SCCA jacket for Rusty of C&C, who has been a big help to the club and a number of its members, and is now leaving the state.  The board approved this expenditure.
