NEW FACES;

George Tabor from the Jaguar Club.  The Club had borrowed our old SOLO timing     gear to run an autocross at Mt Rose.  Earlier this evening the Jaguar Club bought our old gear.  Put it to good use George !
MEETING MINUTES;

Lee read excerpts of last month’s minutes to the club. There being no requests for changes, the minutes were approved as submitted.

TREASURER’S REPORT;

John reported that our current assets were at $19,431. and total assets were at $27,245.  John is still waiting for final expenses from the Grand Sierra Resort event.
John feels we may be starting to operate in the red and may show about a $3,000. Deficit by the end of the year. The Treasurer’s Report was approved as submitted.

OLD BUSINESS;

July 11th SOLO at Reno-Fernley.  This event was chaired by Pat Housel.  It was a great event.  We had 63 drivers and should show about a $200.00 profit.

July 11th PDX Instructor training at Reno-Fernley.  Dean Benz ran two classroom sessions for 16 instructors.  There was track time and on-track role play in the afternoon.  Six members of the Montana Region came down to attend the school.

All the students left with some form of PDX instructor license.

July 12th PDX, Club and Track Trials at Reno-Fernley.  We had 40 drivers, which included 5 from the Montana Region.  There were 16 drivers in PDX, 16 in Club Trials and 8 in Track Trials.  Course configuration “C” was used and we may have made a few hundred dollars.
July 25th Non-Points SOLO event at Stead Airport.  Fifteen drivers turned up to do 150 runs on the Stead surface.  After about 75 runs the gravel was being thrown up pretty consistently and the exposed surface was quite tacky in the 100 degree plus heat.  The consensus of the 4 board member and others was that the site was not safe for course workers.  There was just too much loose gravel being thrown up.

Other Events.  Scott reported on taking his BMW to the Hoopa Hill climb in Humboldt County.  There were about 40 entries, which was down from a usual 60.  The event is put on by the Redwood Sports Car Club.  Tech was thorough and the cars were all inspected underneath using a lift.  You got three runs on Saturday and a dinner and two runs on Sunday.
Dave and Carol Deborde towed to Portland and worked a double National race. They then towed home via Thunderhill where they again worked a SFR race.

UNCOMING EEVENTS;

August 8-9 Regional / Vintage Road Race at Reno-Fernley has been cancelled as of Monday.  Dave cited lack of early entries, complaints about lack of competition and disappointment in the expected turnout by some of the “officials” that were coming from out of town to help put on the event.  Dave said we could have lost $7-8,000.

on the event.  He estimated the loss at $10,000 Monday when the event was cancelled.  Our SCCA sanction fees will be used against future PDX and Track events.  We will have to see what our track costs are, but we don’t expect them to be much.  There will be some miscellaneous expenses that were already incurred.
August 22-23 SOLO at Reno-Fernley.  Larry and Dave will co-chair the event.  The plan is to use the same course that was used last time, but run it backwards.
